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1.Introduction

2.QGIS Releases

During the year of 2016 we released 23 versions of QGIS consisting of three minor releases
(2.14, 2.16, and 2.18) and 20 bug fix releases (see detailed list below).

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6. PSC

The PSC met on a monthly basis throughout the year. Notes from these various meetings were
recorded and shared publicly (as per the links below).

These meetings included occasional participation from QGIS community members who had
specific issues to raise. We encourage any QGIS member to make use of the opportunity to
raise issues for our meeting agendas, or to join the PSC meetings if something needs to be
discussed.

Otto Dassau who served on the PSC since it formed, stood down from the PSC in August 2016
due to family commitments. The PSC moved to not replace his position on the PSC in the
interest of reducing the size of the PSC and streamlining decision making. Yves Jacolin
volunteered to take on the role of documentation lead for QGIS and Lene Fischer volunteered to
take on the role of community events lead. Both Lene and Yves will act in their roles
independently of the PSC. In October 2016, Marco Hugentobler (who also served on the PSC
since it was formed) also stood down from PSC. For similar motivations for not replacing Otto’s
position, we did not seek a replacement for Marco’s position on the PSC. The PSC would like to
extend out heartfelt thanks to Otto and Marco for the many years of time and effort they
contributed to the PSC. Both departing members will remain active in the QGIS project and we
look forward to collaborating with them in the future!

The PSC also continued its work to transition QGIS.org from a loose knit community project to a
Swiss Verein (Association) which will give QGIS more standing for managing its finances with
it's own bank account and to become the legal holder of the QGIS Trademark. As part of this
process PSC elections were held and the Board (which is a subset of the PSC which represents
the QGIS.ORG legal entity) was elected (see votes and elections below).

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/. Votes and elections

We elected our voting membership for the formation of the new QGIS governance structure.
The voting elected members consisted of 13 User Group voting members, 13 Community voting
representatives and 1 OSGEO voting member.

Following the election of the voting members, QGIS board and PSC elections were held. With a
large vote of confidence being shown in the existing PSC membership.

We initiated the QGIS Grant Programme for the first time in 2016. The purpose of the Grant
Programme is to allocate a portion of the funds received through donations and sponsorship
towards targetted improvements to the QGIS project. An open process was followed whereby
any community member could submit a proposal and the QGIS Voting Members subsequently
voted on which proposals should be approved.

As part of our preparations for QGIS 3.0, plans were put in place to develop an new updated
visual identity for the QGIS project. This included voting for a new logo.

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8. Financial

Annual financial report for 2016 is provided as Annex 1 at then end of this report. We also
published an interesting breakdown of the income received on the QGIS blog.

We had 1128 donations in 2016 amounting to a total of €25108. We had 47 Sponsors in 2016
which raised a total income of €67921. December is the month that attracts the highest income
from donations and sponsors (though that may coincide with additional marketing we did calling
for sponsors). Looking at contributions by country, Denmark was the highest national
contributor in 2016, providing a total of €17795 to the QGIS.ORG project. If you normalize by
population, Iceland provided the largest per capita contribution to QGIS, providing €9056 per
million people. Iceland also had the highest contribution rate when measured against GDP with
~€154 per billion GDP.
